Corporal Cline served Cumberland County 

for 11 years and also served on the Cumberland County Special Emergency Response 

Team and was an instructor with the Pennsylvania Deputy Sheriff’s Training Academy 

located at Penn State Main Campus.  He retired from the U.S. Army after serving as an 

Explosive Ordnance Disposal Technician and served his first 3 years with the U.S. 

Marine Corps as an Infantryman.
